Lesson 30

National Standards:

Materials:

Song “A Long Way Home” by Forster + Chapin

Xylophones and Mallets

Whiteboards, Markers, and Erasers

Pencil and Paper

Smartboard, Computer, and Projector

Procedure:

1) A Long Way Home (DM)
1) Sing through entire song in review
2) On xylophone part, give each student opportunity to label one of the notes.  
3) Teacher play and sing first verse of song on xylophone while S follow along with part written on board
2) Stations
1) Split students into 3 groups--written on board
2) Explain that we will be working in stations today.  When the bell rings, that means your group rotates clockwise (~8-10 minutes)
1) Side Wall
1) Create lyrics for a new vehicle for the song.  S use whiteboards to write their lyrics.  When they have had another S in their group check their verse, they should copy it onto the final draft for the class
2) Whiteboard
1) T instructs on xylophones
2) Review how to find notes and proper mallet technique
3) Go through the song line by line
4) Play through in bigger chunks
5) Play through the entire part
3) Smartboard
1) Students take turns on musictheory.net on the note exercise page.
2) Goal: 100 notes completed, 90% accuracy.
